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"Rabbi Huna and Rabbi Joshua bar Abin, the son-in-law of Rabbi Levi taught in the name
of Rabbi Levi: The Master of Mercy puts off taking human life".

When a person sins God does not immediately mete out in full the punishment he deserves.
Punishment comes in stages. After each stage God gives a person the chance to change his ways. 

The Egyptians were not punished with the death of the first born right away. Similarly, the
Metsora' does not first get plagued on his body; it starts on his house, then to his garments, and
then to his body.
