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Rabbi Ishmael maintained that God is inexact in meting out reward and punishment. He affords
the (mostly) righteous with abundance of reward and the (mostly) wicked with abundance of
punishment.

Rabbi Akiva maintained that God is punctilious. He metes out punishment for the righteous
man's few acts of wickedness and reward for the wicked man's few acts of righteousness.
