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For what reason did the Almighty create crawlers and creepers in His world?
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Many creatures do not have an apparent reason for their existence especially miniscule
creatures like insects and crawlers. In Rabbi Nahorai’s world-view, these creatures serve a
theological and cosmic purpose but none in the hierarchy of the animal kingdom.

Rabbi Nahorai depicts God in extremely anthropomorphic terms, one who understanding
His own nature built into His world reminders not regret creating humans when they are
sinful.

Eliyahu points out -- what Rabbi Nahorai may or may not have been aware of -- that these
creatures do in fact have a purpose in the Animal Kingdom as they have medicinal properties
which benefit humans.

Eliyahu’s message to Rabbi Nahorai, it seems is that one should minimalize searching in the
cosmic realm when a natural explanation is readily available.
